POSITION DESCRIPTION
Summary: Volunteer peer facilitator of a support group for adults/young adults who have experienced the loss of a loved one to suicide.
Requirements:
· Knowledge and understanding of suicide loss concerns.
· Suicide loss survivor whose loss occurred two or more years ago.
· Basic familiarity with group dynamics and group process.
· Good people and communication skills.
· Basic familiarity with Zoom group meeting platform
· Availability in the evening, once per month. 
· 18 years of age or older.
Responsibilities:
· Enable all group participants to draw optimal support from participation.
· Ensure that all participants have the opportunity to contribute to the group’s discussion.
· Ensure confidentiality and respect for the individual needs of group members.
· Promote the group’s availability to potential referrers/participants.
· Respond to email inquiries about the group and send out monthly reminders
· Report on group activity and needs to MHA Suicide Prevention Program Manager.

MHA implements the American Foundation for Suicide Prevention support group model and will support volunteer facilitators to attend the AFSP training if they have not already done so. Prior experience with other forms of support group facilitation will also be considered relevant training.
